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Abstract


An abstract, a brief and concise summary of what you will be talking, describes the scope of the project, its objectives, its methodology and its findings, conclusions, or intended results. The first sentence should clearly introduce the topic of your talk. The following 2-3 sentences should be your introduction which describes the problem you are trying to solve, or the aim of your work (or other researcher’s work), followed by methods used in the study, important results and a short summary.  When ones read the abstract, they should have some ideas of the whole story that will be presented. Abstract should comprise only one paragraph without referring to any references in the text and this form must fit within 1 page of A4 paper including references.  References will be placed at the end of which are only main references you used for the seminar.
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
