	     This study examined how teachers perceive the incorporation and use of computer technology resources in language teaching through investigation of teachers’ attitudes and approaches to using an online supplementary resource in

vocabulary instruction in an EFL context.
       The results also showed that simply 

introducing computer technology resources does not guarantee teachers’ use of these in practice. The provision of training is seen as a key factor in both changing attitudes and encouraging teachers in incorporating technology into their instruction.
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
