· Nouri (2003) defined e-learning as “a means of learning involving new mechanisms for communication, including computer networks, multimedia, content portals, search engines, electronic libraries, distance learning, and web-enabled classrooms” (p. 112). 
· Similarly Robertson, Webb, and Fluck (2007, xiv) stated that e-learning can be described as “any learning that involves the use of a computer or the Internet.” 
· Horton (2006) described that “e-learning is the use of information and computer technologies to create learning experiences” (p. 1). 
· For Keller and Cernerud (2002),      e-learning is a relatively new concept implying learning by means of digital media such as computers, web pages, videoconference systems, and CD-ROM.
