►Rosenberg (2001) defined e-learning as “the use of Internet technologies to deliver a broad array of solutions that enhances knowledge and performance” (p. 28). 
►Keller and Cernerud (2002),  e-learning is a relatively new concept implying learning by means of digital media such as computers, web pages, videoconference systems, and CD-ROM. 
►ICT-based education concentrates on the use of computers as communication tools as well as aids to learning, teaching, and assessment that presents the key educational development (Fallows & Bhanot, 2002). 
►Bowles (2004) defined e-learning in relation to its use of technologies and as a shorthand term for learning delivered using any electronic means, especially computers. E-learning may be synchronous or asynchronous, self-paced or teacher-led, a process or a single event, online or offline, or any combination of these modes (Bowles, 2004).
►In a recent study by Barker (2006), the term e-learning refers to learning using both a computer and the Internet. E-learning takes various forms since it may be “a single course or entire courses, course units or entire programmes, lessons or components, or elements of an e-learning package such as an LMS” (Barker, 2006, pp. 148–149). ►Similarly Robertson, Webb, and Fluck (2007, xiv) stated that e-learning can be described as “any learning that involves the use of a computer or the Internet.” 
►Horton (2006) described that “e-learning is the use of information and computer technologies to create learning experiences” (p. 1).
