1) attitudes toward computers could be

affected by the accessibility of computers at schools.

2) how the use of computers

between school and home environment differ.


	What is it about?

(Briefly)


	    This study was about learner’s attitude toward computer use.  A large numbers of students per computer greatly reduced
student’s use of computers at schools. Lack of internet connection at home caused greater

supplementation of internet-related activities in schools relative to home. Gender and age related

differences in ICT participation were greatly influenced when comparing the home

and school environment.
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
