1. What is Web 2.0?
Web 2.0 is commonly associated with web applications that facilitate interactive information sharing, interoperability, user-centered design, and collaboration on the World Wide Web (Paul Graham,2005).

2. Give examples of Web 2.0 applications.

Examples of Web 2.0 include social-networking sites, blogs, wikis, video-sharing sites, hosted services, web applications, mashups and folksonomies.
3. Describe briefly about the integration of Web 2.0 projects into language classroom.

These powerful tools enable contemporary teachers to provide richer and more exciting learning environment for their students (Duffy and Cunningham, 1996, p. 187), to shift from whole class to small group instruction, to be coaches instead of

lecturers, to support weaker students instead of the brighter ones, to actively involve students in the learning process, to create more cooperative and less competitive relations among students, to individualize the learning process and to integrate visual and verbal thinking instead of only focusing on verbal thinking processes (Matusevich, 1995, pp. 2-3).
