	What is it about?
(Briefly)


	According to the empirical observation, the traditional collaborative learning approach for elementary EFL learners reveals limitations; delayed support, invisible helpers, lack of feedback, and conflict-oriented collaborative processes. To overcome those limitations, a mobile-device-supported peer-assisted learning (MPAL) system was developed as an application supporting elementary EFL reading. The results show that the MPAL was effective in reducing students’ stress, increasing places and time for EFL reading, providing real-time feedback. Moreover, MPAL also enhance the usability of the help resource and encourage students to pass the peer-assessment process.

	What is it about?

(Briefly)


	The eChina-UK programme aims to develop the collaboration between UK and Chinese higher education institutes in the production of Masters level courses using e-learning for school teachers in China and increase understanding both countries of cultural change and exchange in e-Learning pedagogy. Twenty-four higher education teachers in China were interviewed with open-ended questions on the individual perspective of e-Learning phenomena. The results show that The traditional ‘lecture method’ is the center of Chinese higher education system. The ‘online co-operative learning’ is hardly employed in classrooms. Unlike UK classrooms, the ‘network learning’ in China do not support the connection between learners-learners and learners-teachers. Suggestions from interviewees can be described as ‘Lecture plus Online Work’ which involves face-to-face lecture, followed by online homework. The ‘Lecture plus Online Work’ not only supports traditional lecture method but also encourage the use of technology in learning.
