	What is it about?
(Briefly)


	The research was conducted at the National University of Iran on two groups of university academics and students. The research findings showed that there are many challenges concerning the ICT being used in Iran; for instance, there is a lack of National Policy about ICT in higher education, a lack of financial support and investment and a lack of training and developing program systems. The findings showed “a lack of ICT competency” and “a lack of ICT literacy”. One of the most significant barriers was the experience of faculty members. The research mentioned that all staff was required to pass a training program called ICDL (International Computer Driving License).

	1. To look at ICT-based higher education in other countries.

2. To investigate the present status of ICT-based higher education in Bangladesh.

3. To explore the ideas of students and scholars on ICT-based higher education in Bangladesh.

	What is it about?

(Briefly)


	The paper aims to give an idea of ICT-based higher education all over the world and its application in Bangladesh and it analyses the responses from different groups of users focusing on the current status of the ICT-based higher education system in Bangladesh. There are three groups of participants divided between students, teachers and other professionals and 150 questionnaires were given to 50 of each group. The findings revealed that ICT-based is well known to people who would like flexibility in the learning process in order that they can do both studying and working together. The participants found ICT-based higher education in terms of technical support is sufficient and gave their ideas that ICTs can help access to higher education.

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	Purposes of the study
	The present study was to compare the amount and quality of ICT use in English teaching-learning processes between the faculty members of Medical and

Non-medical Universities in Kashan, Iran and to discover the dimensions that the two groups can benefit from each another and from ICT training.



	What is it about?

(Briefly)


	This research aims to find out the amount of ICT use among faculty members of medical and non-medical universities.  There were 50 questionnaires that were given to 193 full time members of which only 178 members gave the surveys back. The results found that there was a significant difference between the two groups and that teachers at medical universities used ICT less than the other group. The main reason found that the faculty members from the medical university did a lot of work which took them away from the university and they had less time to concentrate on ICT use. The results also revealed that there was a significant difference between the two groups with the availability of computers, use of ICT and training.  
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
