The manuscript must be written in American English or British English language. The units should be presented using the International System of Units (SI) or metric system.
Your extended abstract must not exceed 3 pages (including references). The goal of an extended abstract is to provide complete information of your work in a very concise document that could be digested within 1 hour.
Main content
You are free to reorganize, include/exclude, as well as rename the sections and sub-sections of the main content as you see fit.
Formatting 
This template is designed using ‘Styles’ in Microsoft Word. Please kindly use the styles and formatting defined in this template. See below for more information on formatting various parts of the document.
First-level heading
The style ‘Heading 1’ is used for the first-level heading. Please capitalize only the first letter in the heading unless capitalization of proper nouns is needed.
Second-level heading
The style ‘Heading 2’ is used for the second-level heading. Please capitalize only the first letter in the heading unless capitalization of proper nouns is needed.
Third-level heading
The style ‘Heading 3’ is used for the third-level heading. Please capitalize only the first letter in the heading unless capitalization of proper nouns is needed. Please limit your sub-level heading to the third level.
Body text
For each paragraph text, please use the ‘Body Text’ style. The style is defined by a 10-point Times New Roman font, justified, with a 6-point spacing at the end of the paragraph.

Each equation should appear on a new line with one normal line spacing from adjacent text as indicated in the above. The equations, where they are referred to in the text, should be numbered sequentially and their identifier enclosed in parenthesis. The symbols, where referred to in the text, should be italicized. For example, we refer to parameter  in equation (1) or parameter  in equation (2).
Submitting your work
This extended abstract must be submitted in a PDF format on the e-learning course web page (Course name: Geotechnology Graduate Seminar). Check the due date on the course web and make sure you submit the file in the drop-box relevant to your registered course (TE047891 or TE047892).
Citations and references
References to the work of others should be cited in the text using the APA name-date style (American Psychological Association, 2020). For example, 2 authors can be cited as (Bunopas & Vella, 1983) or Bunopas and Vella (1983). Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also present in the reference list. The list of references should appear in the last section of the manuscript. References must be listed in alphabetical order and follow the KKU Graduate School APA reference style (download Graduate School’s reference guidelines).
