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Suggestions

»  Always be clear about your reason for reading. This will help
you select your strategy.
» It is usuadlly easier to read what is personally interesting for
you.
»  Prepare yourself for reading:
finding out about the topic before you start
looking at the layout
> Don't choose anything too difficult! Skim the first page of a hovel or
reader, for example. If there are more than six key words you don't know
and can't guess on the page, you will probably find the book hard work.
> Read a lot! It helps you fo pick up new language.
